A Neighbourhood Plan is a document that sets out planning policies for our
parish. Planning policies are used to decide whether to approve planning
applications. The local community, the people who know and love the area, will
write this Plan, rather than Braintree District Council’s Planning Authority.

Our Neighbourhood Plan must integrate with and not conflict with local or
national planning policy. It must be a blueprint for sustainable development in
our parish. It is not a wish list of projects but a planning policy document for
future development. A Neighbourhood Plan cannot change the past but it can
help to ensure that we learn from it and do not repeat past mistakes.
