Response

* 44% of households returned questionnaires
* 44% of young peoples questionnaires returned
* Demographically representative



Housing

* 66% do not want any housing development
— 33% this would spoil the village character
— 24% traffic congestion A120 / The Street
— 23% inadequate infrastructure

* Limited, small-scale housing is appropriate but
— For young people to rent or buy

— Semi-detached or detached
— Owner-occupied or private rented




Roads

* Improvements to roads mentioned by 128 of
140 respondents

* Speeding vehicles mentioned by 13/24 young
people as a road safety hazard

* A120 by-pass is top priority change for 25% of
residents
