Village hall committee meeting report

A summary of the meeting was delivered; Procedural items were identified with the village hall management committee being responsible for administration and maintenance with overall building responsibilities being jointly covered between the village hall committee, the parish council and the diocese. The lease for the building is between the joint bodies and is due to run out in 2032.
The continuation of the extension works are to be covered by 3 phases with funding still to be secured to complete phase 2 & 3. An informal agreement had been raised between the builder and the village hall committee. Due to an itemised schedule of works not yet agreed, request made for further activity to be halted. The parish council are to continue to support the village hall committee and oversee all necessary obligations are carried out and will request a meeting between the builder, village hall committee and parish council representatives. Henry Biggs volunteered to assist with construction matters.
With funding not yet secured to finish the project further funding is to be applied for.

District Councillor Abbott expressed a concern on planning regulations to be met by stating finishing spec.

The village hall committee concurred the commencement of phase 2 would not commence until all funding was secured.

The parish council resolved to postpone the building works until the itemised schedule of works is produced along with a copy of the diocese letter of permission to alterations of the building.
