Property owner from the Slades commented on his concerns regarding incorrect statements made by the parish council on the planning permissions granted. The planning restrictions referred to related to another property.
Animal welfare issues have been addressed with stock being sold and additional paddocks provided with confirmation from the Alpacas Association Rep’. The noisy generator has been tackled and sound impact have been reduced as agreed by BDC. The lane erosion is to be worked on as agreed by the Environmental Agency. A recent inspection by parish councillors found the items for concern improved upon.

A120 committee – update and replies to various letters from Mr Cooper, Priti Patel, MP and BDC

Mr Cooper from the Highways Agency responded to recent communications reporting that standards of service were important to them and they will continue to liaise with the A120 committee and the parish council. The A120 committee are to make it clear in their communications they are acting upon the parish council’s request. Highways Agency operatives can be approached whilst on site sensibly and in measured doses. The Blackwater Bridge deterioration report was incorrect and the A120 resurfacing is not due at this time although an assessment on the resurfacing is being done. The footway repairs are due for March 2012.

Mark Harden wrote to the Highways Agency rep’s comments regarding the bridge and the A120 committee map of issues should have been taken more seriously.

A meeting with the A120 pressure group was attended.


The Highways Authority is to create a task and finish group.


The A120 lay-by should have greater Police monitoring.


The verge and footway maintenance is down to ECC but litter clearing is BDC responsibility.
