Public Forum – To receive any representations from the public, councillors or police

PCSO Heseltine reported on the past years crime figure with low rates reported. No nuisance youths had been reported in the village. Residents must continue to be vigilant as other areas have suffered from thefts. Due to budget cuts the mobile police unit will not visit the village and the Witham front desk hours have been reduced.
Concerns were made about friction between the village hall committee and the parish council. The committee volunteer many hours for a non profit organisation with many hours put into village events.

Concerns were made the village hall building works were not done in accordance with standing orders and discrepancies between the schedule of works and work done. The village hall committee felt their procedures were followed.
A street party has been organised on 3rd June for the Jubilee.

A120 issues are ongoing and a member of public asked could a weight restriction be enforced to reduce larger vehicles using it. A route off the A12 using the A131 should be used to avoid the A120 through the village. The A120 is a designated trunk road and could be eligible for EU funding. The A120 is supported by Priti Patel MP for improvements. Residents are fed up with congestion and flooding of road side properties.
The West Tey Consortium has no official stance in the current strategic plan for infrastructure from Colchester Borough Council. A review is due in 2015 of site allocations.
