Glenn Lockey to carry over the Village Hall report to next meeting as the accounts are being audited at the moment and the Treasurer is away he felt it would be good to have it all covered together.


Regarding the letter received from the PC concerning the Village Hall extension, 


legal advice has been gained by the VHC and circulated to the Councillors and a request from Glenn to see the legal advice the PC have gained.  The initial advice received by the PC was unofficial.  The PC are waiting for EALC legal department to respond.  Clerk to chase.

On looking through the lease Cllr Tyrie mentioned that it appears that there are various insurances need by the VH, one being Indemnity Insurance.  As a way forward a request was made by Cllr Tyrie for the PC to see what insurance the VHC have which the PC could refer back to EALC to establish if adequate insurance has been obtained. Glenn advised that indemnity insurance was not required until the works begin.  Cllr Speakman suggested to Glenn that they could investigate the Indemnity Insurance to ensure adequate cover would be in place when required and could be afforded. 


Following all legal advice received the PC will supply a check list to the VHC to be complied with enabling the PC to pass Phase 2 & 3 over to the VHC.


Cllr Tyrie commented that on a positive note this delay should not hold up any fund raising needed.


Cllr Speakman suggested that any response received from the EALC Legal department could also be forwarded to Glenn to enable him respond with any queries/questions, this was agreed.


Cllr Biggs advised receipt of the Schedule of Works for Phase 3.  

Cllr Speakman reported transit vans pulling up on both side sides of Glazenwood and up towards the aerodrome.


Cllr Keepence advised speaking with a resident concerning flooding,Cllr Biggs is  still investigating and dealing with the flooding issues.

The existing on-going flooding problem was mentioned, previously it was blamed

            on the drainage system collapsing.  The Highways Agency now advise there is no


drainage system in place.


Report from District Councillor James Abbot.


Drainage and foot way works, HA confirmed final set of trial holes dug to further 
survey the area, now finalising the design for the drainage solution. Resurfacing 
of the foot way will be implemented when drainage works complete.


Lighting Works, HA have a final solution for the lighting area of the pedestrian 
crossing, waiting on the equipment which has been ordered.


White lining and road studs, surfacing scheme planned later in the year.


Cllr Speakman raised his concern about over budgeting for the grass cutting, this 
was discussed, there is an over budget but it was felt we need to have the village 
looking tidy although we are able to reduce cuts if funds are not available.


Further investigation needed for next year to obtain more competitive price.
