Standing water reported in Resident gardens.

 Resident wrote to BDC to suggest works near his property have caused flooding. Resident in Chapel Rise experiencing damp to property, check to establish if other properties are affected. Further investigation needed, Cllr Harden to speak with BDC to establish latest position.

Speeding is a concern Rectory Meadow and Chapel Rise. Cllr Tyrie to report it ECC Safety.

Resident advised of trees chopped down at Hilary Close due to disease but not replaced Cllr Keepence to deal.


 The eradication of Japanese Knotweed, Strutt & Parker have advised they instructed someone at the appropriate time of year to deal with it.

Councillor James Abbott advised the meeting they were granted permission but with very strict conditions,  all the advertising lights facing the cottages and right around the whole of the canopy edges will go off at 10pm, not able to do anything about the under canopy but the environmental health will meet with the 2 residents most affected .
 Resident has approached garage to ask to dim the lights. Problems with HGV lorries overnight, selling Alcohol and throwing the litter, deliveries during the night, HGV’S mounting the pavement. Concerns regarding the damage this could cause to the newly laid pavements once program of work has been completed. 

Litter and people urinating outside the garage was mentioned, It was suggested as a council we approach or write to them and request a meeting to discuss these items, Cllr Biggs to invite Mr Cooper from the Highways Agency along. Feed back from the Environmental Health before the meeting is set. Agenda to be set to list all items to be discussed.
Cllr Biggs has approached Priti Patel MP for advice to take this further.
Village Hall
Need clarification on the Village Hall finances, Cllr Biggs still waiting for up to date documents and figures and will be able to update BVH.
 Cllr Tyrie advised they had a meeting with EET and was surprised the works hadn’t progressed, when discussed how much work was involved to take it forward they suggested re apply once we have a schedule of works Also they would like a feed back from the village to establish what villagers want.

Still waiting on Architect for schedule of works to be able to push this project forward, Cllr Biggs to continue to chase him.

 Village hall are working on getting the funds, management committee would support to scrap precept additional money as they are confident they would be able to raise the money off their own backs as an organisation. A letter from EET was read out.
